MOBILITY FOR STUDY

2022-2023 ACADEMIC YEAR

Students may spend a  continuative period of study at a European  
University  that  executed an Intern-Institutional agreement with the 

University of Camerino within the framework of the Erasmus+ Programme
The list is available on the TABLE of AGREEMENTS  annexed to the Call





The programme will be more inclusive, green and digital.

Students may decide whether to perform their mobility 
according to the standard format, should the conditions allow, 

to the “virtual mobility” or to the  “blended mobility”.



Physical mobility:  it refers to the traditional Erasmus mobility carried out in presence at 
the receiving university. The community contribution will be paid for the entire mobility 
period certified by the receiving university

Virtual mobility: it refers to mobility without physical movement of the student who 
will have to carry out the activities provided by the receiving university entirely online in 
his/her home university Country. 

These activities must be previously agreed with the receiving university and with 
the Delegate for each study course. In this case, the student will not receive any financial 
contribution but will obtain full recognition of the credits achieved.

Mixed or Blended Mobility: it refers to a virtual period combined with a physical 
period. The community contribution will be paid only for the actual mobility period 
carried out in presence at the receiving university.
If the student carries out online activities in the receiving country, the mobility will be 
considered as physical and therefore the student will be able to receive the community 
contribution.



The mobility period shall be performed continuatively between June 1, 2022, and 
September 30, 2023.

The Long-term mobility : a minimum of 2 months (it cannot be less than 60 days) up 
to a maximum of 12 months.

Short-term mobility has recently been introduced. The short-term mobility can take 
place from a minimum of 5 days up to a maximum of 30 days. 
This mobility must always be agreed with both the receiving university and the Study 
Course/ School Delegate.
For 1st and 2nd cycle students (enrolled in the Bachelor’s or Master's Degree course), 
the short-term mobility must always be accompanied by a period of virtual activity 
which must allow the achievement of at least 3 ECTS credits.

For PhD students who are on a short-term mobility, there is no requirement for a 
period of virtual activity, which is however recommended

Periods and  Duration



Supporting low CO2 emission modes of travel (e.g., train, car sharing, bus) regardless 
of the duration of the mobility.
Students can receive a single contribution of € 50,00 as an individual supplement. 
Moreover, it is eligible to have an additional contribution up to 4 days of individual 
support to cover the days required for the outward and return journey, where 
applicable.

Green Travel Grant



Who can apply:
1. Students regularly enrolled at a UNICAM degree course
2. Students not receiving for the same period another EU

contribution provided by other mobility programs
except ERDIS scholarships

3.  Students having not rejected in the past the Erasmus grant without any
valid reason.

4. PhD students - without scholarship-
Documents: 

- Curriculum vitae (to be enclosed to the application);
- Presentation letter of the UNICAM PhD Coordinator



Students who, upon application, are enrolled in the third year of the
bachelor’s degree programme or are irregular and expect to graduate
within the 2021-2022 academic year, shall demonstrate to be pre-enrolled
in a master’s degree programme.
The mobility period may only start after the actual enrolment in the 2022-
2023 academic year, to coincide with the payment of the first instalment
of tuition fees and at all events according to the deadlines established by
the receiving university.

Students who, in the 2021-2022 academic year, are enrolled in the third
year of a degree programme, may go on mobility by proposing a Learning
Agreement with programmes relating to their degree only if in the 2022-
2023 academic year they will be enrolled as irregular students (FUORI
CORSO).



PLEASE NOTE

In case of mobility of students who intend to graduate in the 
extraordinary session of April 2023, the enrolment in the 2021-2022 
academic year shall be considered as valid. 
Yet, the mobility shall end in time to obtain the acknowledgement of the
activity carried out and to comply with the administrative fulfilments
established by the Student’s Registry Office.



ERASMUS+ RULES

The same student may receive grants for mobility period totalling up to 12 months maximum per each
cycle of study, indipendently from the number and type of mobility ( study/traineeship).

Prior experience under Erasmus+ Programme must be considered as regards to 12 months available
per study cycle.

The duration of the mobility for study or traineeship is minimum 2months, maximum 12 months.



ELIGIBLE ACTIVITIES

During mobility for study, students may carry out educational activities 
providing a full academic acknowledgement, previously agreed upon with the 
Delegates for International Mobility of each Degree Programme, as follows:

1. attendance to courses (lectures) and sitting of the relating assessment tests 
(exams); 

2. preparation of the bachelor’s, master’s and/or PhD thesis;
3. traineeship combined with a study period. Such traineeship must be carried out, 

with the prior authorization of the Delegate for Traineeship/School, under the 
supervision of the same university where the student is due to perform his/her 
studies and the two activities shall be carried out consecutively



NO ELIGIBLE ACTIVITIES

Subject to any further extraordinary provisions, 
the following activities shall be forbidden 
during the Erasmus+ mobility:

- taking exams at the University of Camerino;
- obtain the final degree at the University of 
Camerino.



FUNDING
The funding for the mobility period is paid by means of funds
allocated by the Erasmus+ National Agency, by MUR –
Ministry of University and Research or by means of funds of
the University of Camerino.
Virtual mobility is not funded
ERDIS Integrative contribution

In addition, the students eligible for the ERDIS scholarship may apply for
the integration granted by ERDIS Marche, Camerino branch, for the
international mobility (for further information, see http://www.erdis.it).

EU FUNDING Long-Term Mobility

The mobility grant will be allocated according to the country of 
destination, divided into the following target groups

(as defined by the EC):

GROUP 1 (HIGH cost of living) €350/month
Denmark, Finland, Iceland, Ireland, Luxemburg, Sweden, Liechtenstein,
Norway.

GROUP 2 (MEDIUM cost of living) €300/month
Austria, Belgium, Greece, Spain, Cyprus, Portugal, the Netherlands, 

Malta.

GROUP 3 (LOW cost of living) €250/month
Bulgaria, Croatia, Czech Republic, Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania, Hungary, 
Poland, Romania, Serbia, Slovakia, Slovenia, Republic of Macedonia, 

Turkey.



EU FUNDING   Short-Term Mobility

Short -term mobility

The community contribution is an individual
support paid by means of funds allocated by the
Erasmus+ National Agency.

The EU contribution is
€70/daily up to 14° days and
€50/daily from 15° to 30° day.



ERASMUS+ GRANT  CONTRIBUTION

The MUR additional contribution, financed by the Ministry of University and Research (MUR) in 
accordance with Annex 2 of Ministerial Decree 989 dated 25/10/19 issued to encourage 
international mobility, based on the economic condition of the students. 

The supplement, regardless of the country of destination, is calculated based on the days of actual 
stay abroad and is paid at 80% before departure, upon presentation of an ISEE certificate issued by 
a tax assistance centre (CAAF), electronically or on paper.

Please note that  the ISEE taken into account will be the last one declared for the purposes of 
enrolment or enrolment renewal.

University’s integration: 

students having an ISEE higher than € 50,000 or those who do not declare their ISEE value will be 
granted a University integration equal to € 100 per each month of mobility.



FUNDING

The ERASMUS grant amount is established on a national basis and it  will supplied as
follow:

ISEE VALUES

ISEE ≤ 13,000

13,000 < ISEE ≤ 21,000

21,000 < ISEE ≤ 26,000

26,000 < ISEE ≤ 30,000

30,000 < ISEE ≤ 40,000

40,000 < ISEE ≤ 50,000



ERASMUS+ GRANT method of payment
The grant amount is supplied as follow:
1. a first instalment: 80% of the MUR  contribution based on  ISEE before the departure; 

2. a first  instalment: 80% of the EU contribution that will be paid within 30 days from the  
receiving date of the Certificate of Arrival to the International Mobility Office ; 

3. A second and final instalment of  20% of the EU contribution and of the MUR contribution.

The amount will be paid at the  return after the submission of all required documents and 
recognition of credits.

REFUNDING RULES

All the received contributions are submitted to the  obligatory total or partial return in case of :

- withdrawal of mobility period

- period of stay shorter  that the obligatory minimum period of 60 days

- lack of the minimum credits achieved compared to the agreed one ( the amount to be refunded 
will be related to the number of  days not performed as indicated in the financial agreement)



Erasmus Grant amount

The grant will be calculated by multiplying the number of days 
actually performed for 1/30 of the unit cost per month

for instance:
mobility from 01/10/2022 to 31/03/2023

Calculation: 30 days x 6 full months (October – November –
December – January - February– March)

total days = 6 x 30 = 180 days (300.00 ! 30) x 180 = €1,800.00
Payment time

Within 30 days from  the receiving  date of  the Arrival certificate  
signed and stamped by the Host University



Students who do not complete any study activity 
satisfactorily and/or fail to receive any 

acknowledgement of the activities carried out from 
their Degree Course for the activities abroad, or do not 

apply for acknowledgement, or still who refuse the 
acknowledgement granted will be asked to return the 

entire amount of funding received, 
unless a specific and documented justification.



SELECTION PROCEDURE

The rankings will be prepared in accordance with the following 
criteria:

academic curriculum: the ratio of credits achieved (exams) and 
credits required from the date of first registration to at the time 
of submission of the application (normally are expected 
60CFU/per year). For students enrolled in a master's degree the 
graduation mark will be also taken into account: 45%; 

weighted  grade average :35%; 

language certification assessment: 10%

questionnaire assessment: 10%



SELECTION PROCEDURE
All students are required to verify that 
marks and credits in the libretto online 
are correct and updated, in order to 
verify in time that all the learning 
outcomes achieved have been registered.

2. Acceptance: No later than  May 2, 2022

Note: All non-EU Erasmus assignees, before departure
must check with the Embassies or Consulates of the countries of
destination the documentation required to get Visa.
It is warmly recommended to have the Permit of Residence valid
throughout the mobility period abroad.
